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Deficiency in providing detailed explanations of the related 

concepts is a common problem that has overtaken some scientific 

sessions in Iran today. Sciences of the environment are among 

these categories in which vague definitions of the issues has led 

to their definitions in the theoretical basis. “Cultural landscape” 

also included in undefined subjects that has been combined with 

personal definitions and general descriptions. This problem is a 

result of improper assignment of professional issues to unskilled 

people who have impeded society development. 

“Manzar” magazine as a scientific base in the field of environmental 

sciences, specialized in the field of landscape, has allocated this 

volume to realization of the necessity of the issue. “Cultural 

landscape” is one of the basic concepts of this scientific field that 

has been presented with vast and overlapping definitions regardless 

of definitions that define the landscape, as a theoretical foundation 

for other research in this field that have caused errors in scientific 

activities.
